The role

As a Teaching Assistant, you will support pupils, parents, and teachers, to establish a supportive
learning environment in which children make good academic progress. You will be instrumental
in our mission to provide every student, regardless of their background, a great education and
real choices in life.

Key Responsibilities
Learning Support

e Support pupil learning through the delivery of specific learning programmes, setting high
expectations whilst encouraging their independence and building their confidence

e Promote inclusion, encouraging pupils to interact and work collaboratively

e  Work with the SENCO and other teachers to assess the needs of individual children,
contribute to and implement Individual Education Plans

e Adapt and develop resources for EAL and SEND pupils, ensuring their safety and enabling

them to access the curriculum

Assist with follow-through for related services (speech/language/physical therapy etc.)

Observe, record and feedback information of pupil performance

Assist in creating materials for curriculum delivery and display boards

Assist with whole class teaching

Use strategies, in liaison with the teacher to assist in behaviour management and to support

pupils in their learning objectives

Being part of the Ark network

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Ark Safer Recruitment Procedure

Ark is committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people in its
academies. In order to meet this responsibility, its academies follow a rigorous selection process
to discourage and screen out unsuitable applicants.

Disclosure

This post is classified as having substantial access to children, and appointment is subject to an
enhanced police check of previous criminal convictions (DBS). Applicants are required, before
appointment, to disclose any conviction, caution or binding over including ‘spent convictions’
under the Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974 (Exemptions) Order 1975.

The probation period is a trial period, to enable
the assessment of an employee’s suitability for the job for which they have been employed. It
provides the academy with the opportunity to monitor and review the performance of new staff
in relation to various areas, but also in terms of their commitment to safeguarding and
relationships with pupils.
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
