Teaching

e Plan and teach well-structured, differentiated lessons which allow adequate time to embed new
knowledge, understanding and skills

e Nurture every pupil’s intellectual curiosity, asking pertinent questions to deepen pupils’ understanding

e Systematically check pupils’ understanding and act to correct any misconceptions

e Provide pupils with individual feedback aimed at moving his or her learning forward, developing a
growth mindset in each pupil

e Ensure that all pupils achieve at least at chronological age level or, if well below level, make significant
and continuing progress towards achieving at chronological age level
